MASS CELEBRATED EVERY SUNDAY  
10:30 am  in Hungarian 

 
Today is the Sunday of Divine Mercy. May the Feast of  
Mercy be a refuge for all souls, especially for poor sinners. 
(See the informative  
article on the right in the bulletin.) 
*The Feast of the Annunciation of Our Lord, that is, the  
announcement of His birth, is a major feast day which the 
Roman Catholic Church  
celebrates on March 25. It signifies the beginning of the work 
of redemption. Mary's YES strengthens all of us to respond 
courageously to God's will, to do what God asks of us. Since 
this year this feast day fell on the Monday of Holy Week, the 
Church moved the holiday to April 8, i.e. to tomorrow. 
* Our scouts will hold their campfire program this afternoon, 
starting at 1:30 p.m. A light lunch will be available for  
purchase, starting at noon, at a price of $15. 
*The scouts' bottle drive is an ongoing fundraiser. Don’t for-
get to bring your empty bottles.

* Our church was consecrated in April of 1949 by Bishop 
Ryan. We will celebrate the 75th anniversary of this joyful 
and historic event for us on April 14. Mass will begin at 11 
a.m. As we have already announced, the main celebrant of 
the mass will be Bishop Wayne Lobsinger, the auxiliary 
Bishop of Hamilton. The celebratory parich luncheon is 
planned for 1:00 p.m. Tickets are $40 at the door, $20 for  
students, $10 for children. (The price of pre-ordered tickets is 
$35.) The program will feature actor Csaba Marosan 
(member of the Hungarian Theater of Kolozsvar), the well 
known flutist Mate Szigeti and the popular Rozmaring     
dancers. 
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
